This facility was built for the
purpose of research and
environmental conservation of sea
turtles, which are on the edge of
extinction. Visitors can learn about
sea turtles by watching them swim
inside a large aquarium.

These stones were formed by andesite
magma that cooled around six million
years ago. Columnar jointing has caused
the rocks to form into pillars 1 to 1.5
meters in diameters, and upwards of
100 meters tall. This precious natural
monument is of great scientific value.

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Kumejima Island's popular Eef Beach
was chosen as one of Japan's top 100
beaches.

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Viewed from the side, this strange rock
formation looks like the bill of a large bird. As
the entire area is maintained as part of the
Tokujimu Nature Park, visitors can enjoy the
ever-changing natural scenery from the nature
trail. If you're lucky, you can see whales
around February.

Kaze no Kaeru Mori collection of 6,000 books available for

the general public, a café, and four spacious lodging rooms. During the day, the
Kazemori After-School Care Center is open and bustling with children from the island.
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Go-e no Matsu (ancient five-root pine)
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This Ryuku pine is recorded as having
been planted in 1839. Its low branches
forking from the root spread out over
some 250 square meters as if they
were crawling over the ground.

EVEBEREHRT I ENHRET, multipurpose room.

This house said to have been built in
1754 was the home of a jitudeh deputy
landlord of the Ryukyu Kingdom. The
mansion is surrounded by Garcinias and
an impressive stone wall of Ryukuan
limestone. The Feng Shui-influenced
layout of the mansion remains as it was
during the Ryuku Kingdom era.
